Tell Me More: language learning software 

STEP THREE: Choose the language you want 

to  learn from the drop down menu. 

STEP FOUR: Run the computer test 

The first time you use Tell Me More, you will need 

to run a test to make sure that your computer has 

all of the software installed to run the program 

properly.  After you’ve chosen your language, 

check your computer’s configuration by clicking 

on the link. 

 

STEP FIVE: Choose professional or everyday 

language 

You can choose to learn your language for either 

professional situations or everyday situations.  

Then click the Confirm button. 

 

STEP SIX: Choose your skill level or take a 

placement test 

You can take a placement test which will determine  

how much you already know about your chosen 

language by clicking on the Placement Test 

button.  If you know what your knowledge level is, 

you can specify which level you would like to start 

at and click Continue.  If you choose your own 

level, please skip ahead to STEP EIGHT in this 

guide. 

 

STEP SEVEN: Taking the Placement Test 

The placement test takes between 20 and 45 

minutes, testing your vocabulary, grammar, and 

comprehension skills.  At then end of the test you 

may review your results.  Then click on the green 

icon of the walking man to continue.  You will be 

shown what your level is.  Click Confirm. 

To access Tell Me More you must have the 

following:  

a valid Library Card 

Internet Explorer 5.0 or higher (it will not 

work with any other Internet browser) 

an email address 

set of speakers for your computer 

a microphone for your computer

STEP ONE: Log in 

Go to the Northern Lights Library System 

website: www.nlls.ab.ca 

In the left menu, locate the 

E-Resources and click on the 

link 

Tell Me More is the first 

item listed.  Click on the link. 

Log in using your library card number and 

your PIN (usually the last four digits of 

your phone number). 

 

STEP TWO: Create an account 

If you are new to Tell Me More, you will need 

to click on the “New User, click here” link. 

Enter your first name, last name, e-mail 

address, your interface language (the 

language you want to read instructions in, 

not the one you want to learn), username 

and a password.. 

Once the account is created, hit the link that 

says “click here” and log in. 

 

STEP EIGHT: Choose your skills 

You will be offered a choice of skills that 

you can learn or work on improving.  You 

will also be offered the opportunity to 

choose to work on all skills.  When you’ve 

made our choices, click Confirm your 

choices. 
 

STEP NINE: Begin your training 

After you have defined your skills, Tell Me 

More will create a language program for 

each skill you want to work on. These 

programs will appear below the heading 

Language Program(s) adapted to your 

objectives.  If you have chosen to improve 

all skills, you will be given just the one 

option:  

Click on the title, in the above example 

Intermediate: All skills, to begin your 

training.
