Business Resources

There are as many different types of business as
there are people. However, the small business or
home business owner may not have access to all
of the resources that the bigger organizations
have. Through your local library and your online
library catalogue, TRACpac (www.tracpac.ab.ca),
you have access to thousands of items that will
help you with all your business information
resource needs.

In the non-fiction section in your local library, try
looking in the following areas: business and
management is in the 650 range, with home
business information found at 658.1141. Writing
a business plan® Look in 658.1533. If you’re
writing business letters and need some help, try
looking in the 808 section. And if you're trying
to get a job in business, the 650.14 section is
where you’ll find books on resume writing.

Your library may also carry magazines on a topic
you are interested in. If you can’t find one, ask!

In the online catalogue (TRACpac), type in the
search bar the topic you are interested in. You
may wish to change the “Search by” field to
“Subject.” What your local library doesn’t carry,
you can get through intra library loan.

Remember: if your library doesn’t own the book,
or you can’t find the one you’re looking for, your
library staff will help you borrow it from another

library.
