online library catalogue, TRACpac
(www.tracpac.ab.ca), you have access to
thousands of items that will help you with all
your do-it-yourself projects!

In your library, look in the non-fiction section in
the 700 number range is home to the arts and
crafts. Sewing, quilting, knitting and crocheting
are at 746. You will find home improvement
books in the 640 section; gardening books in
635; electrical repair in the 0621.3 section,
carpentry in 694 and plumbing in 696. For
automotive repair, look for 629.2. Your library
may also carry magazines on a topic you are
interested in. If you can’t find one, ask!

In the online catalogue (TRACpac), type in the
search bar the topic you are interested in. You
may wish to change the “Search by” field to
“Subject.” What your local library doesn’t carry,
you can get through intra library loan.

Remember: if your library doesn’t own the book,
ot you can’t find the one you’re looking for, your

library staff will help you borrow it from another
library.
